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What is SRI?

Sustainable and Responsible Investment (SRI) is a market-based response to the challenge of achieving
sustainable economic development. By integrating wider concerns such as social justice and environmental
sustainability into the investment process, SRI yields both financial and societal benefits. There is no one SRI
product, but rather it is a methodology that allows for a particular value set to be applied across a portfolio.
Consumer choice is helping drive the flow of funds. In the US alone there is now $2.34 trillion invested and the
Domini Social Index (the longest running SRI index) has outperformed the S&P 500 on a three, five and ten
year basis.

SRI is one of the most dynamic areas of the global investment industry. The sophisticated Taiwanese Market,
with its high level of retail participation, must be fully briefed on the latest global trends. The purpose of the
workshop is to introduce the concept of SRI to Taiwan’s financial and industrial communities and to encourage

participants to take the next steps towards developing SRI products and services.
